Multiple-voter activity

Responses to the first letter issued to apparent multiple voters (MV2) were due to divisional
offices on 12 September 2016. 18 343 letters were issued to apparent multiple voters on 29

As the AEC does not have authority to prosecute multiple voting offences, the Deputy
Electoral Commissioner wrote to the Assistant Commissioner of the Australian Federal
Police (AFP) on 10 August 2016 regarding the process for apparenit multi-voter referrals from
the 2016 federal election. This letter noted the tight timeframe available to complete the
necessary caseload investigation by the end of 2016.

The AEC (Elections Branch and Roil Management Branch) will continue to maintain close
contact with the AFP to facilitate the rigorous investigation of alleged cases of multiple voting
and ensure evidence collection based on high quality data is made available to the AFP.

The AEC has developed comprehensive administrative mechanisms for identifying multiple
votes and undertakes an initial checking process to identify cases that can be explained by
administrative or polling official error.
